
Funding was also received from Topps 
Tiles (£100) in materials for the 
residents at Tate House, to do their 
own Sunflower mosaic, which now has 
pride of place in the Sensory Courtyard. 
It really is a wonderful piece of artwork, that the residents 
involved are so proud of and is such a sense of achievement. 

A greenhouse, garden tools and paving slabs, were also 
kindly donated by Christian Deighton of Olive Landscaping.  
£500 funding was obtained from Broadacres Housing 
Association towards the purchase of safety 
glass and Harrogate Glass offered us a generous 
discount and personal service.  The greenhouse 
was erected and pathway laid by two of The
